· CropSure Registration with AsureQuality – cropsure@asurequality.com

· Contact Mindy Jowsey, AsureQuality for spray diary information cropsure@asurequality.com  or  Ph 021 802 674 Chemicals used or stating no applications made must  be listed on spray diary.   
· A Harvest Clearance Certificate is issued by CropSure when growers indicate on their spray diary that they have completed an application regime on a specific block/variety and the Harvest Clearance Certificate indicates the First Harvestable Dates for specific markets, which are set by the withholding periods for the chemicals applied.
· A Certificate of Residue Compliance is issued by Hills Laboratory once a Residue Test Result is received and this Certificate indicates Market Suitability for specific markets and this suitability is based on whether or not any detected residues exceed the MRL’s set for specific markets.
· Cost of MRL testing is subsidised by Blueberries NZ
